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Course Description 
This 10-week online course will cover the basics of fiction, non-fiction, poetry, memoir, and essay, as well as exploring ways to open to creativity, intuition, and inspiration. The program will help you develop a creative writing portfolio across several genres while deepening your intention to work from higher consciousness.
Learning Objectives
This course is designed provide you with an opportunity to…
· Gain an understanding of your own writing processes and your own unique ways of connecting with higher consciousness;
· Become a better writer by studying and practicing tried-and-true tools of various genres;

· Complete and polish a writing project of your own choosing;
· Appreciate the value of a writing community in fostering your growth as a writer.
· Explore ways sharing the gift of your work with others.
Learning Experiences
Here is an overview of the activities we’ll be engaging in over the course of the ten weeks:

Individual Course Project

Your most important assignment in this course will be one you design for yourself.  If you’re a fiction writer, perhaps you’ll choose to complete a couple of short stories or novel chapters.  If you’re a poet, perhaps you’ll choose to write a collection of poems.  If you’re an essayist or memoirist, you can make that your project focus.  You and I will agree on your individual course projects at the start of the term.

Short Weekly Reading Assignments

To help you become familiar with tools in of a range of genres, you’ll complete short weekly reading assignments on our course website.  These will include literary examples and discussions of craft. 
Short Weekly Writing Assignments
To gain working knowledge of the tools, you’ll complete short weekly writing exercises and share them with others during our zoom sessions.
Peer Reviews
To apply your knowledge of the tools and create an artistic bond with your classmates, you’ll read and comment on each other’s work.  Providing feedback is a win-win: It helps the person you’re providing feedback for, and it helps you to see ways to make your own writing better.

One-on-One Consultations

Twice over the course of the term, you and I will talk one-on-one about your individual project. 

Book Report
In Week 8 or 9, you’ll present an oral report about a book by an author you admire.  This will help you to become more conscious of your own opinions about what constitutes good writing, and to study experts use the tools of craft we’re learning in class.
Sharing

We’ll talk about various ways to offer the gift of our work to others.  Over the course of the semester, you’ll be encouraged to look for various ways to share your writing.

Portfolio

Revision is essential in creating polished work, so at the end of the term you’ll submit revised versions of three short writing assignments, together with a revised, final version of your individual course project.
